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L’Esprit Artistique of the Moselle Valley:

Germany, France & Luxembourg Aboard Princesse Royal

Dear Members and Friends of The Metropolitan Museum of Art,

The Moselle Valley enthralls visitors with its vine-clad hills, Roman ruins, medieval
cathedrals, and densely forested landscapes. Yet, this tiny region of western Germany,
eastern France, and Luxembourg remains underexplored for its intimate yet inspired art
collections. In June 2023, | invite you to join me on an art-rich journey beginning in the
less-visited German cities of Frankfurt and Heidelberg. Then, we will board the newly
renovated Princesse Royal for a seven-night Moselle River cruise. We'll conclude in
Luxembourg for a rare, in-depth look at its many art and cultural gems.

As a scholar of European paintings, | am delighted to start with a curator-guided look

at Frankfurt’s outstanding Stadel Museum, whose collection spans seven centuries of
European art, including Old Master marvels like Rembrandt’s The Blinding of Samson. In
medieval Heidelberg, we’ll privately tour its romantic hilltop castle and meet the artists
who make up Germany’s oldest art organization. Then, we’ll transfer to the picturesque
Moselle village of Cochem to board Princesse Royal. On this week-long cruise, historic
treasures await around every hairpin turn of the river, from sparkling Art Nouveau
mansions to immaculate medieval villages with centuries-old, half-timbered houses.

We’ll devote a day to UNESCO-listed Trier, Germany’s most ancient city, where

traces of its Roman imperial past intermingle with the country’s oldest cathedrals. In
Luxembourg, we’ll discover an ancient Roman villa housing a stunning floor of mosaics.
Our river voyage concludes in Metz, France, for a special tour of the vast Cathédrale
Saint Etienne de Metz. Then, we’ll return to Luxembourg, first stopping to visit the
American WWII cemetery where General Patton is buried. Another highlight will be a
curator-led tour of Luxembourg’s National Museum of History and Art, which houses the

Roman mosaic of Vichten alongside Italian Renaissance paintings and contemporary art.

I hope you join me for this summer art adventure and cruise through the historic
heart of Europe.

— Enjoy privately guided visits to some of Europe’s most exceptional museums, viewing
masterpieces by Rembrandt, Botticelli, and Vermeer at Frankfurt’s Stadel Museum, plus the
incredible Roman mosaics and contemporary works at Luxembourg’s National Museum of
History and Art

— In Heidelberg, join a local scholar for a private look at its splendid medieval castle and
gardens, and meet artists at the Heidelberger Kunstverein (HDKV), one of Germany’s
oldest art organizations, founded in 1869

— Take behind-the-scenes tours of UNESCO-listed monuments in Trier, Germany’s oldest city,
featuring Roman ruins and the fourth-century-A.D. Basilica of Constantine, the largest
existing single-room structure from the Roman Empire

— Join experts in the magical Moselle village of Traben-Trarbach, known as the center of
Jugendstil (“youth style”), Germany’s Art Nouveau movement, to view opulent, early
20th-century mansions in this style

— Cruise on the newly renovated Princesse Royal, a charming Dutch-style riverboat with
only 15 staterooms, and conclude with an in-depth exploration of Luxembourg, featuring a
visit to the American World War Il cemetery where General George S. Patton is buried

Thursday, June 22

Upon arrival in Frankfurt this morning, meet
to transfer to the Stadel Museum. Enjoy a
guided tour of highlights from the museum’s
expansive permanent collection, which
spans seven centuries of European art.
Admire treasures from Old Masters such

as Rembrandt, Botticelli, and Vermeer as well
as impressive modern and contemporary
works. After lunch, travel by motor coach to
Heidelberg, a center of German Romanticism
and home to the famous Heidelberg University,
founded in 1386. Check in at the hotel,

then stroll through this storied town with a
local expert. This evening, dinner will be at
the hotel. L,D

Friday, June 23

By funicular, arrive at Heidelberg Castle, which
sits 300 feet above the town. Join a local guide
for a private morning tour of its centuries-old
ruins, whose romantic beauty inspired Victor
Hugo and Mark Twain, and step into the castle’s
gardens for a panoramic view of the city. After
lunchin a traditional stube (parlor), meet artists
at the Heidelberger Kunstverein (HDKV), one of
Germany’s largest and oldest art organizations,
founded in 1869. Later, meet other fascinating
local artists during an intimate visit to a private
gallery. Dinner is at leisure. B, L

Heidelberg / Cochem /

Embark Princesse Royal
Saturday, June 24

After breakfast, transfer to Cochem, a cozy
Moselle town. After lunch in a local restaurant,
embark Princesse Royal in the afternoon.
After getting settled in your cabin, a guide will
accompany you on a walk through Cochem.
Take in views of its surrounding vine-clad
mountains, wooded hills, and a vividly colorful
town square with beautiful timber-framed
houses and cafés. B,L,D

Cochem / Zell

Sunday, June 25

Princesse Royal departs for Beilstein,
where you will stroll through one of the
best-preserved historical villages on the
Moselle. Transfer to the village of Ediger,
whose historical center features enchanting
centuries-old houses and remnants of a
medieval wall. After lunch, conclude in the
wine village of Zell, well known for the

wine Zeller Schwarze Katz, and taste some
of the Moselle Valley’s most acclaimed
vintages. B,L,D
Bernkastel-Kues

Monday, June 26

Visit the romantic village of Traben-Trarbach,
located on the Moselle’s left bank and famous
for its Jugendstil (“youth style”) architecture,

Germany’s answer to Art Nouveau. From there,

travel to Bernkastel-Kues, your destination for
the night. Admire its medieval ensemble of
grand half-timbered houses, a photographer’s
delight. After a walking tour, return to

Princesse Royal in Kues. B,L,D

Bernkastel-Kues, Germany

Bernkastel-Kues / Trier
Tuesday, June 27

After breakfast, transfer by motor coach to Trier,
Germany’s oldest city, which was conquered
by the Romans around 15 B.C. Discover Trier’s
UNESCO-listed Roman monuments, which
offer a testament to its time as a trading

town and administrative center during the
Late Roman Imperial Period. A highlight is the
fourth-century-A.D. Basilica of Constantine,
Constantine the Great’s audience hall and

the Roman Empire’s largest surviving single-
room structure. B,L,D

Trier / Saarburg

Wednesday, June 28

Begin the morning at Trier’s city gate,

the Porta Nigra, which was built around 18
A.D. Then, venture to the City Museum
Simeonstift, where you will tour collections
representing 2,000 years of Trier’s history,
including paintings, sculptures, porcelain,
textiles, and an outstanding collection of
Eastern Asian objects. This afternoon, follow
the Moselle and Saar Rivers to Saarburg,
with its picturesque ensemble of fully intact
17th- and 18th-century houses. B,L,D

Saarburg / Remich,

Luxembourg

Thursday, June 29

Today, Princesse Royal cruises the section
of the Moselle that forms the border
between Germany and the tiny country of
Luxembourg. On the Luxembourg side, visit
a wine cooperative specializing in Crémant,
a sparkling wine known as “the Champagne
of the Moselle.” Near Remich, admire an
ancient mosaic floor that was once the
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Roman mosiac, near Remich, Luxembourg

centerpiece of a palatial Roman villa.
Composed of three million individual tile
pieces, the mosaic floor depicts scenes of
gladiatorial combat that would have taken
place in local amphitheaters. B,L,D

Schengen / Metz, France
Friday, June 30

While enjoying breakfast on board, cruise

to Schengen, famous for the Schengen
Agreement, the landmark treaty that

largely eliminated border controls between
26 European countries. Meet a local

historian to tour this charming town and
visit the European Museum Schengen.
Continue across the French border to

Metz, where you will discover a city full of
stunning architecture, flowers, and cafés. A
magnificent highlight will be the Cathédrale
Saint Etienne de Metz, the third-largest
Gothic church in France, which is adorned
with spectacular Marc Chagall-designed
stained glass windows. This evening, overnight
in Metz aboard Princesse Royal. B,L,D

Saturday, July 1

This morning, make your final
disembarkation in Metz, where you

will enjoy a guided tour of the Golden
Court Museum and view the intriguing
architecture of the Centre Pompidou-
Metz. After lunch, depart for Luxembourg,
where we will first stop at the Luxembourg
American Cemetery, the final resting place
for General George S. Patton and other
American World War Il heroes. Continue
into central Luxembourg to check in at the
hotel, with dinner on your own. B, L

historic center by tram and on foot, ending
with a visit to the National Museum of
History and Art, housed in a vast late
Gothic and Renaissance mansion. Enjoy
lunch and the afternoon at leisure to visit
MUDAM, the Contemporary Art Museum
of Luxembourg, and perhaps enjoy a stroll
along the Museumsmile. This evening,
gather for a festive farewell dinner at the
hotel restaurant.
