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the Birth of Impressionism in Normandy

Dear Members and Friends of The Metropolitan Museum of Art,

Join me on a memorable trip through Normandy this June, the last of a three-part series on
Impressionism and Post-Impressionism in France. This picturesque coastal region attracted
19th-century painters, like the young Monet, who left their studios, set up their easels
outdoors, and captured Normandy’s shifting weather, unique light, and coastal views,

giving rise to a new way of painting that became known as Impressionism. As a specialist in
19th-century French painting, | am excited to share behind-the-scenes visits to Normandy’s
renowned museums, artistic landmarks, and villages, where many of the movement’s leading
artists found inspiration.

We will begin in Auvers-sur-Oise, the town where Vincent van Gogh produced more than

80 paintings in the last two months of his life. We will then proceed to Giverny, where Monet
lived for 43 years. We'll visit his house and extensive gardens, featuring the celebrated water
lily pond and Japanese bridge seen in so many of his paintings. In Rouen, we will visit the
city’s Gothic cathedral that inspired one of Monet’s 1890s series of paintings, followed by a
special tour of the Musée des Beaux-Arts, which holds the largest collection of Impressionist
paintings outside Paris.

In the coastal town of Le Havre, where Monet grew up, we will have a curator-led private tour
of the Musée d’art moderne André Malraux, which houses one of France’s largest collections
of Impressionist works by artists like Renoir, Pissarro, and Degas. Atop the dramatic cliffs

of Etretat, which so captivated Monet, we will experience the imaginative art-filled gardens
created by Monet’s friend, actress Madame Thébault.

We will also visit the Musée de la Villa Montebello, a 19th-century villa with a collection that
chronicles Normandy’s culture of seaside leisure. Lastly, in Honfleur, where artist Eugéne
Boudin taught the young Monet how to paint en plein air, an expert from the Musée Eugéne
Boudin will highlight works by its namesake as well as early works by Monet.

I hope you will also consider joining me on one or both of the earlier trips in this series,
beginning with a sojourn through Provence, followed by an interlude in Paris. | look forward
to sharing this journey of cultural discovery with you.

Monet’s early works, drawings and paintings by Boudin, and works by Courbet, Dufy,
and their contemporaries

and Degas

— Delight in an expert-guided inside look at Les Jardins d’Etretat, a neo-futuristic,
cliffside garden inspired by Monet, combining lush topiary, architecture, and
contemporary art

— Visit the ornate Musée de la Villa Montebello, whose collection of paintings, posters,
lithographs, and other artifacts focuses on seaside leisure

At The Metropolitan
Museum of Art, Dr. Galitz has organized
international exhibitions on artists including
Girodet, Turner, and Courbet, the last of
which was awarded Best Historical Show
2008 by the International Association of
Art Critics. She is a frequent lecturer and
the author of numerous works on painting,
including The Metropolitan Museum of
Art: Masterpiece Paintings (Rizzoli, 2016)
and “Francois Gérard: Portraiture, Scandal,
and the Art of Power in Napoleonic France”
(Metropolitan Museum of Art Bulletin,
summer 2013).

This picturesque
town is associated with several famous
artists, including Pissarro and Cézanne.
Most notably, Vincent van Gogh spent his
final months here producing more than 80
paintings. Afterwards, transfer to Giverny,
where Monet lived for 43 years, with an
enchanting visit to his famous garden,
recognizable in so many of his paintings.
End the day’s journey in Rouen and check
into the hotel. Mingle with fellow travelers
at a welcome reception, with the rest of the
evening at leisure.

The
museum holds the largest collection of
Impressionist paintings outside Paris. Enjoy
free time in Rouen, with lunch at leisure.

On the grounds of the castle, visit
the Musée des Beaux-Arts de Caen, which is
known for its 16th- and 17th-century European
paintings, particularly by French, Italian, and
Dutch masters. You will also find a selection of
works from the 18th century and later, including
works by Boudin and Monet.
