Sicily by Sail: Round-Trip Valletta

Aboard Sea Cloud II

Dear Members and Friends of The Metropolitan Museum of Art,

Join me this October on a magical sea voyage aboard Sea Cloud I, as we set sail from Valletta,
Malta, and travel around Sicily. This island is a vibrant mosaic of lava-scorched mountains, citrus
groves, and verdant pastures. Yet, its greatest treasures may be its extraordinary Greek temples,
the well-preserved legacy of Magna Greecia, an ancient Greek colony in southern Italy. I'm excited
to take you behind the scenes of these incredible structures and experience local archaeological
finds at world-class museums.

As The Met’s exhibition design manager, | develop, organize, and install the displays and
environments for the Museum’s galleries and exhibitions such as 2016’s Pergamon and the
Hellenistic Kingdoms of the Ancient World. For that exhibition, | worked closely with museums in
Sicily to borrow their most treasured Greek and Roman antiquities. On this journey, I'll share my
love of these ancient civilizations and provide insights on the craft of displaying art.

Throughout the trip, we will encounter Baroque churches, lavish palazzos, and beautifully preserved
Greek temples. In Agrigento, we will stand in awe before the Doric temples in the Valle dei Templi,
which rival Athens’s Acropolis in their beauty. In Palermo, we will admire the 12th-century Cappella
Palatina, whose breathtaking gold mosaics tell a fascinating story of the island’s multi-cultural heritage.

In Reggio Calabria on the Italian mainland, we will view the Riace Bronzes, 2,500-year-old bronze statues
of Greek warriors that were submerged off the Calabrian coast until 1972. | will talk about my own
experiences exploring the Mediterranean and how we've handled similar submerged Greek bronzes
at The Met. Upon return to Sicily, we'll call at ancient Syracuse and witness Caravaggio’s The Burial
of Saint Lucy at a 17th-century basilica in situ. As I'll be rehanging The Met’s Caravaggio masterpiece
The Denial of Saint Peter in our European paintings gallery this year, I'll have the opportunity to
contrast how paintings were displayed in cathedrals centuries ago with how a museum like The Met
displays them today.

We'll cruise in the company of members from The National Trust for Historic Preservation

and alumni from Harvard and the University of Notre Dame. | hope you join me for this truly
unforgettable experience aboard Sea Cloud II.

— Spend seven nights aboard the luxurious Sea Cloud Il circumnavigating beautiful Sicily on

turquoise waters, slipping into rugged green harbors and disembarking at ancient towns that
were once centers of the Greco-Roman, Carthaginian, and Byzantine worlds

— Explore the capital city of Palermo, dotted with Baroque churches, Arab mosques, and
Byzantine mosaics, with a special inside look at the breathtaking golden mosaics of the
12th-century Cappella Palatina

— Roam ancient Agrigento, one of Sicily’s oldest cities and a Greek colony in the sixth century BC,
and enjoy an expert-led tour of the seven well-preserved Doric structures in the Valle dei
Templi, some of the finest Greek ruins in the world

— Call at Reggio Calabria for a special viewing of the magnificent Riace Bronzes, a pair of
2,500-year-old life-sized bronze statues of bearded Greek warriors discovered 50 years
ago in the Mediterranean

— Accompany a Sicilian baron on a private tour of his well-preserved Baroque palazzo in
Syracuse, and enjoy light refreshments as you view his home’s frescoes, sculptures, and
massive crystal chandeliers

— Take a special tour of the seventh-century, UNESCO-listed Duomo di Siracusa, a cathedral in
Syracuse that integrated the ruins of the 2,500-year-old Tempio di Atena into its structure

Daniel Kershaw came to work at The
Metropolitan Museum of Art as an exhibition
designer in 1989. His designs include galleries
for European Paintings (opening November
2023), American Paintings and Sculpture,
Oceania, Early Medieval, Byzantium,

and Native America, and the exhibitions
Renaissance Portraits, Rauschenberg
Combines, Art of the Samurai, Seurat, and
Play It Loud: Instruments of Rock & Roll.
Born in New York, Dan apprenticed himself to
cabinetmaker and luthier Ake Tugel, taught
art on the Navajo Reservation, and studied
industrial design and environmental analysis
at Carnegie Mellon and Cornell Universities.

Porto Empedocle (Sicily),

Thursday, October 12

Pindar, one of the greatest classical Greek
poets, called Agrigento “the most beautiful
city built by mortal men.” After calling at

Porto Empedocle this afternoon, transfer to
the UNESCO-listed archaeological area of
Agrigento and the ruins of the Valle dei Templi
(Valley of the Temples). The Tempio della
Concordia, one of the world’s best-preserved
Greek temples, famously inspired the UNESCO
logo. This evening, the captain will host a
welcome reception and dinner. B,L,R,D

Trapani

Friday, October 13

Call at the port of Trapani this morning. From
there, you may choose to transfer to Segesta,
where you will explore its splendid Greek
temple and theater. Alternatively, travel along
the coast to Marsala, where you will take a
walking tour, followed by a wine tasting in one
of the area’s renowned historical wineries. B,L,D

Palermo

Saturday, October 14

In the Sicilian capital of Palermo, take a
morning visit to the Cappella Palatina, a
12th-century chapel known for its intricate
golden mosaics located in the UNESCO-
listed Palazzo dei Normanni, the Royal

Palace of Palermo. Then head to Palazzo
Abatellis to view an array of marvelous
sculptures and paintings. Afterwards, drive
to Monreale to explore the grand Norman
cathedral, featuring vividly colorful mosaics
depicting stories from both the Old and New
Testaments. End the day with cocktails at a
private palazzo before returning to the ship
for dinner. Alternatively, you may enjoy some
time at leisure ashore this evening, savoring a
traditional Sicilian dinner at one of Palermo’s
many acclaimed restaurants. B,L,D

Lipari

Sunday, October 15

During a morning at sea, experience the thrill of
sailing aboard our fine ship, attending lectures
and delighting in the grace and romance of a
bygone era of travel. This afternoon, arrive on
Lipari, one of the seven islands of the Aeolian
Archipelago, with its distinctive pumice slopes.
Lipari is the mythological home of Aeolus, the
god of the winds. Dominating the main town is
a 16th-century Norman castle built on the site
of an ancient acropolis. Now an archaeological
museum, it houses one of the world’s most
outstanding collections of Neolithic treasures,
which you will peruse on a special tour. B,L,D

Reggio Calabria, Calabria
Monday, October 16

On the tip of mainland Italy’s boot, arrive at
Reggio Calabria, which overlooks the Strait
of Messina and boasts incredible views over
Sicily and the Etna volcano. This morning,
tour the Museo Nazionale della Magna

Greecia, which holds a superb collection of
prehistoric Graeco-Roman and medieval
antiques. View rare surviving Greek bronze
sculptures including the stunning Head of a
Philosopher, considered the only Greek portrait
head in existence, and the Riace Bronzes, the
celebrated heroic statues of Greek warriors
found in the sea in 1972. Afterwards, head to the
municipal theater, which is named in honor of
composer Francesco Cilea. Inside the theater,
discover the Pinacoteca Civica, a hidden gem
of a gallery housing works by Antonello da
Messina, Mattia Preti, and other well-known
artists. Alternatively, you may opt for a stroll
along the stunning waterfront and/or the lovely
pedestrian shopping street Corso Garibaldi.
Return to the ship for lunch and an afternoon
under sail as we return to Sicily. B,L,D

Syracuse, Sicily

Tuesday, October 17

Explore Syracuse, one of the most important
cities in antiquity, touted by Cicero as

“the greatest Greek city.” On beautiful

Ortygia Island, Syracuse’s historical center,

see the Duomo di Siracusa (the Cathedral

of Syracuse), a UNESCO World Heritage

Site built on the ruins of the Tempio di
Athena. Venture to the Basilica Santa Lucia
al Sepolcro for a viewing of Caravaggio’s
1608 oil painting Burial of Saint Lucy, which
depicts the burial of Syracuse’s patron saint.
Then, by special invitation, join a Sicilian
baron at his glamorous Baroque home,
Palazzo Beneventano del Bosco, for a tour
and light refreshments. This afternoon,
discover the well-preserved Greek and Roman
theaters of the Parco Archeologico della
Neapolis. In the evening, attend the captain’s
farewell reception and dinner. B,L,R,D
